· Different models/paradigms of Mobility: mobility vs. tourism? Mobility vs. migration? 
· Experiences in mobility around the Mediterranean.

· Mobility as a tool for re-inforcing local cultural development
The deadline for submissions is the 15th September 2010.

Abstracts will be accepted in Arabic, English and French, word count should be 300 words or less.  A committee from the Istikshaf project partners will review all abstracts.
